Background:

Imagine you’re the director of the Tourism Board for the city you chose when we studied weather and climate.  As director, your job is to get as many tourists as possible to your city.  Orlando attracts visitors by advertising their big attraction (Disney World).  In many of St. Louis’ ads, you will see them highlight the Arch.  Other cities, like San Diego and Miami, try to bring in people by talking about their beautiful weather.

· Create a persuasive website on www.weebly.com highlighting your city’s weather and climate.
· Information that MUST be included in your website:
· Homepage with the following information:

· The city’s population
· The city’s slogan (For instance, Dallas’ slogan is “Live Large.  Think Big.”)
· A description of the city (What is it known for?).  

· The homepage should capture the feel of the city!
· A SEPARATE page with the city’s climate: 
· Average rainfall (broken down by month)
· Average snowfall (broken down by month)
· Average highs and lows (broken down by month)
· What time of year is the best for visitors?  Why?  Back it up with data!
· This information should presented using graphs or tables that YOU create!

· A SEPARATE page with a major severe weather event that has impacted your chosen city:

· What was the event?

· When was it?

· How did it impact the city?

· How has the city changed the way it responds to disasters in the wake of this event? (ex.:  After Hurricane Katrina, a stronger and smarter system of levees was built to help protect New Orleans from future hurricanes)

· At least 3 pictures of the event or the recovery.

· A SEPARATE page persuading us to come to your city based on the climate. (ex:  If you chose Sapporo, Japan, you could talk about the major snow festival there each year.  If you chose Toronto, Canada, you could highlight the beautiful fall weather and how the tourists come to watch the leaves turn.)
· At least 5 pictures included on this page!

· Sell us on your city!

· On the day this project is due, you MAY have to give a 3 minute presentation highlighting the pages of your website.  Part of your grade is how well you engage us.  You can dress the way people in your chosen city dress… or bring in an example of the food from the city… or have us all do a traditional dance from the city!
